GR3.3.	Only bits known as “snaffles” are permitted. A snaffle bit is defined as a bit with a ring at each end to attach the reins, and a straight or jointed mouthpiece. The pull of the reins exerts a pressure on the pony’s mouth equal to the force exerted by the rider; there is no leverage to increase that force. A table showing the different types of permitted snaffle bits is shown on the following page.
The minimum allowed mouthpiece diameter is 0.4in (10mm) measured adjacent to the rings or the cheeks of the mouthpiece, and the length of the cheek bars must not exceed 3½in (8.9cm).
Bit-less bridles are not permitted.
Snaffle bits of the following types are permitted :
